Atelier des Femmes de NC
Next to the Tourist Office

The arts and cra�s are steeped in 
local cultures, which is undoubtedly 
the best guarantee for beau�ful and 
authen�c souvenirs. This charming 
shop contains the work of local 
women for you to admire and buy, 
such as basketry, braiding, sewing, 
pain�ng, jewellery, sculpture, etc.

8 rue Anatole France - Quais Ferry

In the same vein, the associa�on of 
Melanesian women's tradi�onal 
cra�s, "Ar� Fées", promotes the 
know-how of Caledonian art, in all 
forms. A place of informa�on and 
exchange, it displays 100% locally 
produced original decora�ve objects.

Quais Ferry

Discover the rich Kanak culture and its 
history in the Museum of New Caledonia, 
which o�ers the most beau�ful collec�on 
of Kanak art anywhere in the world. 
However, as the museum is closed un�l 
2022 while being extended, a stop in 
front of the symbolic and spectacular 
Mwâ Kââ, a carved 12 m post located in 
front of the museum, is essen�al.
6 rue Auguste Brun / 45 Avenue Foch 

Located for more than twenty years in 
the heart of the La�n Quarter, this 
gallery of over 300 m2 is a must see 
for contemporary local art. Its 
exhibi�on spaces use a play of light to 
enhance the wide range of pain�ngs, 
ceramics and engravings of the ar�sts 
on sale.

This colonial-style building was built 
in Paris to house the New Caledonia 
Pavilion at the 1900 Universal 
Exhibi�on. The building was then 
repatriated to Nouméa and 
transformed into a public library.

Built by penal colony prisoners and 
classi�ed as a historical monument, 
Saint Joseph's Cathedral overlooks 
the en�re city centre of Nouméa and 
the panorama from its heights is 
superb.

City Museum

At the heart of the city centre stands 
a splendid colonial house that was 
once home to the main bank and was 
then the town hall of Nouméa. Since 
converted into a museum, this 
building retraces the history of the 
city and that of today's New 
Caledonia.

Tjibaou Cultural Centre
16 min from the Tourist Office

In front of the sea and the mangrove is 
the famous Tjibaou Centre, whose 
Kanak hut inspired modern architec-
ture pays homage to the Melanesian 
world. Its magni�cent gardens, 
exhibi�on and concert halls host a 
number of contemporary shows and 
works of art.

Château Hagen

Classi�ed as a historical monument 
and located in one of the oldest 
districts of Nouméa, this splendid 
colonial building, surrounded by a 
beau�ful ornamental park, o�ers a 
rich ar�s�c and cultural programme 
throughout the year.

Rue du R.P Roman

Maison Higginson
+ 5 min

An ar�s�c hub in the city centre, this 
colonial house was owned by John 
Higginson, founder of the Le Nickel 
company. Today open to the public, 
the building is dedicated to art and 
hosts temporary exhibi�ons and 
private collec�ons.
